NOTICE OF RACE

1. RULES

1.1 The series of regattas will be governed by The Rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2 No national authority prescriptions will apply.

1.3 The Equipment Rules of Sailing will apply.

2. ADVERTISING

The event is classified Category 'C'. Boats may be required to display advertising and bow numbers provided by the organizing authority.

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 The series is open to all boats of the Musto Performance Skiff Class that meet with the obligations of the Class Rules and their National Authority, in the case that a National Authority exists.

3.2 Eligible boats may enter by completing the entry form for each local event.
3.3 Late entries maybe subject to a surcharge.
3.4 PARENT / GUARDIAN DECLARATIONS: All competitors under 18 years of age during the event shall submit signed Parent / Guardian Declarations either by post or at registration.

4. CLASSIFICATION

The ISAF Eligibility Code will apply.

5. FEES

The Entry Fee will be set by each rounds organising club, and paid in accordance with the local event NOR.
6. SCHEDULE

6.1 Registration will be in accordance with the local event NOR
6.2 Not applicable

6.3 Racing Schedule will be in accordance with the local NOR
6.4 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race will be in accordance with the local NOR.
7. MEASUREMENTS

7.1 The Organisers may weigh, measure or inspect any boat and or her equipment and sails before, during or after the races.

7.2 Registration of sails and limitation stamping may take place during periods stated in 6.1 above.

THERE WILL BE NO FACILITIES FOR INITIAL MEASUREMENT.

7.3 Chartered or loaned boats shall display the National letters and sail numbers of the helmsman.

8. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The Sailing Instructions will be available as specified in the local NOR
Registration.

9. VENUE

9.1 Details of each round will be advertised in the local NOR

10. THE COURSES

The course to be sailed will be windward-leeward configuration with fleet racing. Spreader marks and leeward gates may be used.

11. PENALTY SYSTEM

11.1 Rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe, is required.

12. SCORING

12.1 The Low Point System of Appendix 'A' will apply.

12.2 Two rounds are required to be completed to constitute a series.

13. SUPPORT BOATS

Support boats shall register at the Race Office during registration and will be identified as decided by the Organisers.

14. LAUNCHING AND BERTHING

Boats shall be kept in their assigned places.

15. RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

16. PRIZES

The prizes will be given as follows:

Prizes will be given to the first 10 places overall. 

17. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See Rule 4 Decision to Race. The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.

18. INSURANCE

The boat is required to hold adequate third-party insurance, and it is the owner or owner’s representative’s sole and inescapable responsibility to ensure that the insurance is in place. Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability with a minimum cover of £3 million per event or the equivalent.

19. RIGHTS TO USE NAMES AND LIKENESSES

Competitors automatically grant to the organizing authority without payment the right in perpetuity to make, use and show any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television of or relating to the event.
